You should also tell how you plan to serve in the
future,

ceremony at the Inductions Weekend in November, at Ordeal Weekends in April, May
and June . Ordeal weekends start on Fridays and Brotherhood is usually on Saturday.
Come early and you can staff Ordeal before you go through Brotherhood! We'll also
have Brotherhood ceremonies at Conclave and at the year-end Fellowship, and
chapters have their own all through the year.
